commencement and expiration of the membership terms and the expiration date of the agency, if any; the compensation of members, and appropriations or other funds available to the agency;
the name of the state agency or other entity, if any, required to provide staff or administrative support to the agency; the regular meeting schedule, if any, and approximate number of hours per
month of meetings or other activities required of members; a brief statement of the goal or purpose of the agency, along with a summary of what an existing agency has done, or what a newly
established agency plans to do to achieve its goal or purpose. 

7 provides for this report to include the following information: the number of vacancies occurring in the preceding year; the number of vacancies occurring as a result of
scheduled ends of terms, unscheduled vacancies and the creation of new positions; breakdowns by county, legislative district, and congressional district, and, if known, the sex, political party
preference or lack thereof, status with regard to disability, race and national origin, for members whose agency membership terminated during the year and appointees to the vacant positions;
and the number of vacancies filled from applications submitted by (i) the appointing authorities for the positions filled, (ii) nominating persons and selfnominees who submitted applications at the
suggestion of appointing authorities, and (iii) all others.

Powers and Duties include: The Health Professionals Services Program (HPSP)  monitors the practice, treatment and continuing care of regulated health professionals who may
be unable to practice with reasonable skill and safety, if their illness is not appropriately managed. The enabling legislation provides a non-disciplinary method for health licensing
boards to address health professionals with illnesses who recognize their illness and the need for continuing care and/or practice limitations. The committee will provide input to the
program committee, program and board staff.
Member Restrictions include:
MISSION: The Health Professionals Services Program (HPSP) is a program of the Minnesota health related licensing boards that provides monitoring services to health professionals
with illnesses that may impact their ability to practice safely.

An advisory committee is established to advise the program committee consisting of: (1) one member appointed by each of the following: the Minnesota Academy of Physician
Assistants, Minnesota Dental Association, Minnesota Chiropractic Association, Minnesota Licensed Practical Nurse Association, Minnesota Medical Association, Minnesota Nurses
Association, and Minnesota Podiatric Medicine Association; (2) one member appointed by each of the professional associations of the other professions regulated by a participating
board not specified in clause (1); and (3) two public members, as defined by section 214.02. Members of the advisory committee shall be appointed for two years and members may
be reappointed. 

Additional Information on how appointments are made:

Biennial Notice of Appointments to Program Manager.  Biennially on November 1 of odd-numbered years the program manager will notify each participating association of the need to
make a new appointment or confirm the continuation of the current appointee by the coming January 15. Each participating association must notify the program manager in writing on
or before January 1st of the even-numbered year of who their representative is and who their alternate is (if they use an alternate). HPSP does not offer members a per-diem
(payment) for participating on the committee. Participation on the committee is voluntary. "Public member" means a person who is not or never was, a member of the profession or
occupation being licensed or regulated or the spouse of any such person, or a person who does not have or has never had, a material financial interest in either the providing of the
professional service being licensed or regulated or an activity directly related to the profession or occupation being licensed or regulated.

Summary of Activities include: The HPSP is invested in obtaining public member participation on the advisory committee to the program committee. Public members must meet the
definition described in Minnesota Statutes 214.02. Ideally, public members are interested in enhancing public safety in health care by promoting early intervention, diagnosis, and
treatment of health professionals with potentially impairing illnesses; and by providing monitoring services as an alternative to board discipline. Please note that Minnesota Statutes
214.02 restricts many interested persons from being appointed as a public member.  In fiscal year 2017, the Advisory Committee was instrumental in updating program forms.

b) Public and Private entities concerned with the need, planning, operation, funding and use of mental health services and related support services;
c) Adults with serious mental illnesses who are receiving (or have received) mental health services; and
d) The families of such adults or families of children with emotional disturbance. 

2. Certain requirements:
a) Not less than 50% of Council members shall consist of people who are not employees or providers of mental health services;
b) The ratio of parents of children with serious emotional disturbance to other members of the Council is sufficient to provide adequate representation of such children in the
deliberations of the BHCP.

In addition, Minnesota minimum standards include:
1. There will be balanced representation for mental health and substance use/misuse experience by designating one mental health and one substance use/misuse representative for
each federally required seat in the Council.
2. Recognizing that Minnesota has 11 federally recognized tribes from Dakota and Ojibwe nations, the Council tribal appointment seat shall be a minimum of two seats, with one
representative from a Dakota nation and one representative from an Ojibwe nation.

Powers and Duties include: The Minnesota Legislature established the Board of Nursing in 1907 to protect the public’s health and welfare by overseeing and ensuring the safe
practice of nursing in Minnesota. The Board holds nurses accountable for conduct based on legal, ethical, and professional standards. The Board regulates nursing practice through
the following:

· Credentialing - License registered nurses (RN), licensed practical nurses (LPN), advanced practice registered nurses (APRN), and public health nurses (PHN).
· Education - Approve schools of nursing to prepare a sufficient nursing workforce to practice nursing competently and safely.
· Discipline/complaint resolution – Investigate complaints and take action against nurses who violate the law, including removing nurses from practice who are risk to patient safety.
· Nursing practice standards – Interpret the laws and rules related to nursing practice and establish guidelines so employers and consumers can make informed decisions regarding
the performance of nursing services.
· Data – Perform data analytics to provide: licensure, education, and disciplinary data; for purposes of emergency preparedness; assurance of the authority of a nurse to practice;
education and workforce planning; and efficiency of government services.
Member Restrictions include: The Board of Nursing is comprised of 16 members: eight registered nurses, four licensed practical nurses, and four public members. The Governor
appoints members to a four-year term, ending the first Monday in January. Members serve until their successors are appointed and qualify. A member may be reappointed but may
not serve more than two consecutive terms. The appointments are reflective of the geography of the state and a broad mix of nurse practice types and sites in Minnesota. Members
must be a resident of the State of Minnesota and file a constitutional oath of office with the Secretary of State before beginning the term of office.

Nurses must have graduated from an approved school of nursing, be licensed and registered as a nurse in Minnesota, have had at least five years of nursing practice experience
immediately preceding appointment, and be actively engaged in the practice of nursing at the time of appointment.

Five of the eight registered nurses have additional specific requirements:

1. One registered nurse must have had at least two years executive or teaching experience in a board-approved baccalaureate degree nursing education program during the five
years immediately preceding appointment.

2. One registered nurse must have had at least two years executive or teaching experience in a board-approved associate degree nursing education program during the five years
immediately preceding appointment.

3. One registered nurse must have had at least two years executive or teaching experience in a board-approved practical nursing education program during the five years
immediately preceding appointment.

4. One registered nurse must be practicing nursing in a nursing home at the time of appointment.

5. One registered nurse must be licensed and currently registered as an advanced practice registered nurse (APRN) and have national certification as a registered nurse anesthetist
(CRNA), certified nurse midwife (CNM), certified nurse practitioner (CNP), or clinical nurse specialist (CNS).

Any nurse on the Board who, during incumbency, permanently ceases to be actively engaged in the practice of nursing or otherwise becomes disqualified for board membership, is
automatically removed and the governor shall fill the vacancy.

Public members must not be or ever have been a nurse or the spouse of a nurse, and must never have had a material financial interest in either the providing of nurse services or
an activity directly related to nursing.

The board shall prescribe conditions of admission, set tuition and fees, approve programs of study and

requirements for completion of programs, approve the awarding of appropriate certificates, diplomas, and degrees, enter into contracts and other agreements, and adopt suitable

policies for the institutions it governs. To the extent practicable in protecting statewide interests, the board shall provide autonomy to the campuses while holding them accountable

for their decisions.

Member Restrictions include:

As defined in Minnesota State Statute 136F.02, the board consists of 15 members appointed by the governor, including three members who are students who

have attended an institution for at least one year and are enrolled at the time of appointment at least half time in a degree, diploma, or certificate program in

an institution governed by the board. The student members shall include one member from a community college, one member from a state university, and

one member from a technical college. One member representing labor must be appointed after considering the recommendations made under

section 136F.045. The governor is not bound by the recommendations. Appointments to the board are with the advice and consent of the senate. At least one

member of the board must be a resident of each congressional district. All other members must be appointed to represent the state at large. In selecting

appointees, the governor must consider the needs of the board and the balance of the board membership with respect to labor and business representation

and racial, gender, geographic, and ethnic composition. A commissioner of a state agency may not serve as a member of the board.

(4) one member representing soil and water conservation districts;

(5) one member representing watershed districts;

(6) one member representing nonprofit organizations focused on improvement of Minnesota lakes or streams;

(7) two members representing organizations of county governments, one member representing the interests of rural counties and one member representing the interests of counties
in the seven-county metropolitan area;

(8) two members representing organizations of city governments;

(9) one member representing township officers;

(10) one member representing the interests of tribal governments;

(11) one member representing statewide hunting organizations; and

(12) one member representing statewide fishing organizations.

Compensation: Compensation for members of the council is governed by 414.2 section 15.059, subdivision 3.

Powers and Duties include: The council was established to advise the commissioner of Human Services on reducing disparities that affect racial and ethnic groups. The law
provides the duties of the council, which include, but are not limited to, identifying issues regarding disparities by engaging diverse populations, raising awareness about human
services disparities to the Legislature and the media, providing training and outreach to facilitate access to culturally and linguistically appropriate, accessible, and cost-effective
human services to prevent disparities, and report annually beginning February 15, 2014, identifying major problems confronting racial and ethnic groups, make recommendations to
address the issues and problems and list objectives for the next biennium. Provides the duties of the council members, which include, but are not limited to, attending and
participating in meetings and collaborating on disparity reduction efforts. Definitions: (1) "racial, ethnic, cultural, or linguistic disparities" means differences in program outcomes,
service quality, access, utilization or participation rates that are considered to be unfair, unjust, or unequitable; (2) "culturally appropriate: and "culturally sensitive" refer to quality
services that are provided with consideration of specific characteristics of the individual participant, including, but not limited to, cultural values, norms, attitudes, expectations, beliefs,
and preferences.
Member Restrictions include:
a) The council must consist of:

1) the chairs of ranking minority members of the committees in the House of Representatives and the Senate with jurisdiction over Human Services; and

2) no fewer than 15 and no more than 25 members appointed by the commissioner of Human Services, in consultation with county, tribal, cultural, and ethnic communities; diverse
program participants; and parent representatives from these communities.

b) In making appointments under this subdivision, the commissioner shall give priority in consideration to public members of the legislative councils of color established under
Minnesota Statutes, chapter 3.

c) Members must be appointed to allow for representation of the following groups:

1) racial and ethnic minority groups;

2) the American Indian community, which must be represented by two members;

3) culturally and linguistically specific advocacy groups and service providers;

4) human services program participants;

5) public and private institutions;

6) parents of human services program participants;

7) members of the faith community;

8) Department of Human Services employees; and

9) any other group the commissioner deems appropriate to facilitate the goals and duties of the council.

Summary of Activities include:
Per the CECLC Bylaws, the duties of the council are as follows:

 Section D. Duties of the Council. The Cultural and Ethnic Communities Leadership Council shall:

1. Recommend to the commissioner for review identified policies in the Department of Human Services that maintain and create, magnify, etc. racial, ethnic, cultural, linguistic, and

tribal inequities and advance and promote health equity’
2. Identify issues regarding disparities by engaging diverse populations in human services programs;
3. Engage in mutual learning essential for achieving human services parity and optimal wellness for service recipients;
4. Raise awareness about human services disparities and health equity needs to the legislature and media;
5. Provide technical assistance and consultation support to counties, private nonprofit agencies, and other service providers to build their capacity to provide equitable human

services for persons from racial, ethnic, cultural, linguistic, and tribal communities who experience disparities in access and outcomes;
6. Provide technical assistance to promote statewide development of culturally and linguistically appropriate, accessible, and cost‐effective human services and related policies;
7. Provide training and outreach to facilitate access to culturally and linguistically appropriate, accessible, and cost‐effective human services to prevent disparities;
8. Facilitate culturally appropriate and culturally sensitive admissions, continued services, discharges, and utilization review for human services agencies and institutions;
9. Form work groups to help carry out the duties of the council that include, but are not limited to, persons who provide and receive services and representatives of advocacy groups,

and provide the work groups with clear guidelines, standardized parameters, and tasks for the work groups to accomplish;
10. Promote information‐sharing in the human services community and statewide; and
11. By February 15, 2014, and annually thereafter, prepare and submit a report to the chairs and ranking minority members of the committees in the house of representatives and

senate with jurisdiction over human services that summarizes the activities of the council, identifies the major problems and issues confronting racial and ethnic groups in
accessing human services, makes recommendations to address issues, and list the specific objectives that the council seeks to attain during the next biennium. The report must
also include a list of programs, groups, and grants used to reduce disparities, and also statistically valid reports of outcomes on the reduction of the disparities.

The Early Intensive Developmental and Behavioral Intervention (EIDBI) benefit is a medical benefit in Minnesota first offered in 2016 under Medicaid (Medical Assistance). The EIDBI
is benefit is available to people under age 21 with a diagnosis of Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) and/or related conditions and who are eligible for Medical Assistance. Related
conditions include, but are not limited to, Asperger's Syndrome, Fetal Alcohol Spectrum disorders, pervasive Developmental Disorder - Not Otherwise Specified (PDD-NOS), and Rett
Syndrome.

The advisory group meets four times per year; since May 2020, all meetings have been virtual. The advisory group is consulted on the ongoing development of EIDBI policies and
standards and on the implementation of the EIDBI benefit. Members are expected to share information with and seek input from organizations and networks they are affiliated with
that support persons with autism and related conditions in order to broaden the input the advisory group provides to DHS and the information DHS wants to share with children and
families living with ASD and related conditions.  

The EIDBI Advisory Group was created by the Department of Human Services (DHS) in 2017; its 32 members serve two-year terms and may serve two consecutive
terms.  Membership categories include people with ASD or a related condition, parents of people under age 21 with ASD or a related condition, current EIDBI providers,
psychologists, behavior professionals, and other licensed professionals; academics, county/tribe/managed care representatives, and state agency representatives. A few positions
are direct appointments, but most are open, competitive appointments.

Member Restrictions include:
Persons appointed to the EIDBI Advisory Group through the open appointments process must fit one of these member categories:

1. Adult with ASD or a related condition

2. Parent/guardian of a child under age 21 diagnosed with ASD or a related condition

3. Provider of EIDBI and/or CMDE services

4. Developmental Disabilities (DD) or behavioral professional

5. Licensed professional (such as a psychologist, social worker, nurse, physician, special education teacher, occupational or speech therapist, etc.) who works directly with people
under age 21 with ASD and related conditions

6. Academic whose field of research and teaching directly relates to people under age 21 diagnosed with ASD and related conditions

7. Advocate who works or volunteers for an organization that advocates on behalf of people under age 21 diagnosed with ASD and related conditions.

8. Representative of a managed care organization serving people in Minnesota who are under age 21 and are diagnosed with ASD and related conditions

9. Representative of a Minnesota Indian Tribe or a Native American resident of Minnesota

Summary of Activities include:
In 2023, the EIDBI Advisory Council:

1. Recommended that a licensure study be conducted to determine the benefits and costs of licensing the service. This recommendation was passed by the 2023 legislature.
2. Continued coordination between DHS/EIDBI and the Department of Education (MDE). This led the two agencies to hold community focus groups and virtual meetings to learn

where families needed greater collaboration between the agencies.
3. Continued to provide feedback to DHS on variances to provider qualifications to address a provider shortage. These variances and other policy suggestions from the advisory

group contributed to a doubling of the number of EIDBI providers. This, in turn, has doubled children's and young people's access to services.
4. Continued to participate with DHS staff in local and remotely accessible meetings for parents, potential providers, and college students. The meetings' purposes were to

publicize the EIDBI benefit, recruit providers, and encourage college students and direct care workers to pursue courses for direct care and professional positions serving
people with ASD and related conditions.

5. Provided input to DHS on improving the Minnesota Autism Portal website.
6. Made suggestions to EIDBI staff on revising the legislative language regarding EIDBI treatment modalities (methods) found in statute--important, as this field is evolving quickly.

Members also heard presentations from private-sector and state experts on the prevalence of autism and the status of treatment in Minnesota, such as the use of cannabis for
people with ASD and learnings from tele-health outreach.

The Emergency Medical Services Regulatory Board shall: 

The Board examines, certifies and regulates ambulance services, training programs, emergency medical responders, emergency medical technicians, paramedics, and
community paramedics and enforces Minnesota Statute chapter 144E and Minnesota Rules chapter 4690.

advise applicants for state or federal emergency medical services funds, review and comment on such applications, and approve the use of such funds unless otherwise
required by federal law;

make recommendations to the legislature on improving the access, delivery, and effectiveness of the state's emergency medical services delivery system; and

establish procedures for investigating, hearing, and resolving complaints against emergency medical services providers.

The Emergency Medical Services Board may prepare an initial work plan, which may be updated biennially. The work plan may include provisions to:

prepare an emergency medical services assessment which addresses issues affecting the statewide delivery system;

establish a statewide public information and education system regarding emergency medical services;

director for a licensed ambulance service; a representative of sheriffs; a member of a community health board to represent community health services; two representatives of
regional emergency medical services programs, one of whom must be from the metropolitan regional emergency medical services program; a registered nurse currently practicing in
a hospital emergency department; a pediatrician, certified by the American Board of Pediatrics, with experience in emergency medical services; a family practice physician who is
currently involved in emergency medical services; a public member who resides in Minnesota; and the commissioners of health and public safety or their designees.

In addition, the speaker of the house and the Committee on Rules and Administration of the senate shall appoint one representative and one senator to serve as ex officio, nonvoting
members. 

The governor shall designate one of the members appointed as chair of the board.

The board administers and enforces Minnesota Statutes chapter 144E and Minnesota Rules chapter 4690, which includes: certifying EMS personnel; licensing and inspecting ambulance services; and
approving and auditing education programs.  The board also investigates all complaints and allegations of misconduct involving those individuals and entities subject to the board’s jurisdiction.  The board
also administers state and federal EMS grants, distributing funding to grant recipients and auditing their performance.

The Environmental Health Specialist/Registered
Sanitarian (REHS/RS) Advisory Council advises the Commissioner of Health  regarding EH specialist/sanitarian registration standards, and enforcement of the REHS/RS rules, to
provide for the dissemination of information regarding REHS/RS registration standards, and review applicants for registration or registration renewal.

There are many EH issues, including food borne disease outbreaks, air and water quality, solid waste and sewage disposal, the presence of hazardous and toxic substances, natural
and man-made disasters, chemical and radiological exposures, and other health safety issues.

EH specialists/sanitarians administer environmental and public health programs for both public and private agencies and organizations through out the state and nation. Registration
signifies a level of expertise and competence based on education and experience that is nationally recognized within the EH profession.

Registration has the primary purpose of protecting the public by eliminating the unqualified from professional practice. It is not designed to identify the most competent members of
the profession, but to assure a minimum level of competence among all practitioners.

Member Restrictions include:
The seven-member council consists of four registered environmental health specialist/sanitarians; one representative of a regulated industry or educator; and two public members.

Per Minnesota Statute 214.05, public member is defined as:

"Public member" means a person who is not, or never was, a member of the profession or occupation being licensed or regulated or the spouse of any such person, or a person who

Member Restrictions include:
The committee shall have 13 members; specifications and restrictions for each are detailed in M.S. 144.998.

The commissioner of Health shall appoint nine members, the commissioners of the Pollution Control Agency and the Department of Agriculture shall each appoint one member, and
the Speaker of the House and the Senate Majority Leader shall each appoint one member. None of the members may be lobbyists registered under chapter 10A.

As specified, a particular subset of 10 of the 13 members must have backgrounds or training in designing, implementing, and interpreting health tracking and biomonitoring studies
or in related fields of science, including epidemiology, biostatistics, environmental health, laboratory sciences, occupational health, industrial hygiene, toxicology, and public health.

Summary of Activities include:
During FY 2021, the Environmental Health Tracking and Biomonitoring (EHTB) Advisory Panel held three full panel meetings. The panel provided critical external guidance and
recommendations to support the work of the Minnesota Department of Health’s (MDH) Biomonitoring Program (MN Biomonitoring: Chemicals in People) and the MN Environmental
Public Health Tracking Program (MN Tracking).

In these shortened virtual meetings, the panel heard updates on a variety of topics.  These topics included, but were not limited to, progress on the Healthy Kids Minnesota statewide
biomonitoring program, biomonitoring laboratory method development overview, clinical urine mercury screening projects, and COVID-19 in Minnesota. 

The Advisory Panel were asked questions pertaining to the recruitment protocol for Healthy Kids Minnesota, establishing thresholds for children with elevated chemical levels, and
strategies for addressing obstacles to expanding clinical urine mercury screening.

Compensation: The maximum compensation is $416 per month, and members will be reimbursed for travel expenses.

Powers and Duties include:
The committee is tasked with monitoring implementation of Minnesota Rules 9544, making recommendations to the commissioner about policy changes related to MN Rules 9544,
and making recommendations to the commissioner to approve or deny requests for the emergency use of procedures. 

Committee duties include reviewing requests for the emergency use of procedures, evaluating programs and systems of license holders who make requests, reviewing emergency
use of manual restraint reports, providing guidance to license holders when a change is needed to reduce the use of restraint, and assessing the competency of qualified
professional applicants to develop and implement positive support transition plans.

The External Program Review Committee has two subcommittees. One focuses on reviewing requests for the emergency use of prohibited procedures (such as mechanical restraint)
and the other reviews incident reports on the emergency use of manual restraint. Both groups provide feedback to service providers when a change is needed to reduce the
frequency of restraint. 

Member Restrictions include:
The committee must include an expert in positive support strategies, a mental health professional (as defined in Minnesota Statutes, section 245.462), a licensed health professional
(as defined in Minnesota Statutes, section 245D.02, subdivision 14), and a representative from the Department of Health.

Committee members will be appointed to a term of up to four years and may be reappointed. The terms of one-half of the members shall be coterminous with the governor and the
terms of the remaining one-half of the members shall end on the first Monday in January, one year after the terms of the other members.

Whole group and subcommittee meetings will be held monthly and will take place in the metro area and online. People from outside the metro area are encouraged to apply and may
participate in meetings by electronic means, including telephone and web-based video conferencing.

Committee members spend most of their time reviewing documentation specific to individual people and helping service providers develop effective positive support strategies. They
also assist with projects such as updating forms (e.g. the Positive Support Transition Plan) and improving access to resources related to positive support strategy implementation.

Powers and Duties include:
(a) The Family Child Care Training Advisory Committee shall advise the commissioner of human services on training requirements for licensed family and group family child care
providers. Beginning January 1, 2022, the advisory committee shall meet at least twice per year. The advisory committee shall annually select a chair from committee members who
shall establish the agenda for the next meeting. The commissioner or commissioner's designee shall addend all advisory committee meetings.

(b) The Family Child Care Training Advisory Committee shall advise and make recommendations to the commissioner of human services and contractors working on the family child
care licensing modernization project on:

(1) updates to the rules and statutes governing family child care training, including technical updates to facilitate providers' understanding of training requirements;

(2) modernization of family child care training requirements, including substantive changes to training subject areas;

(3) difficulties that family child care providers face in completing training requirements, including proposed solutions to provider difficulties; and

(4) other ideas for improving access and quality of training for family child care providers.

Member Restrictions include:
(a) The Family Child Care Training Advisory Committee consists of:

1) four members representing family child care providers from greater Minnesota, including two appointed by the speaker of the house and two appointed by the senate majority
leader;

2) two members representing family child care providers from the seven-county metropolitan area, including one appointed by the speaker of the house and one appointed by the
senate majority leader;

3) one member representing family child providers appointed by the Minnesota Association of Child Care Professionals;

4) one member representing family child care providers appointed by the Minnesota Child Care Provider Information Network;

5) two members appointed by the Association of Minnesota Child Care Licensors, including one from greater Minnesota and one from the seven-county metropolitan area; and

6) five members with expertise in child development and either instructional design or training delivery, including: (i) two members appointed by the speaker of the house; (ii) two
members appointed by the senate majority leader; and (iii) one member appointed by Achieve, the Minnesota Center for Professional Development.

(b) Advisory committee members shall not be employed by the Department of Human Services, Advisory committee member shall receive no compensation, except that public
members of the advisory committee may be compensated as provided by Minnesota Statutes, section 15.059, subdivision 3.

(c) Advisory committee members must include representatives of diverse cultural communities.

(d) Advisory committee members shall service two-year terms. Initial appointments to the advisory committee must be made by December 1, 2021. Subsequent appointments to the
advisory committee must be made by December 1 of the year in which the member's term expires. Any vacancy on the advisory committee must be filled within 60 days and must be
filled in the same manner that the leaving member was appointed under.

(e) The commissioner of human services must convene the first meeting of the advisory committee by March 1, 2022.

Subdivision 1. Subcabinet established; purposes. The Opioids, Substance Use, and Addiction Subcabinet is established. The purposes of the subcabinet are to identify:

    (1) challenges that exist within state government that create silos around addiction, treatment, prevention, and recovery; that limit access to treatment options or addiction-related
services for all Minnesotans; and that prevent successful treatment outcomes;

    (2) opportunities that exist within state government that support accessible and effective substance use disorder treatment options or addiction-related services;

    (3) barriers and gaps in service for all Minnesotans seeking treatment for opioid or substance use disorder, particularly those barriers and gaps affecting members of communities
disproportionately impacted by substance use and addiction;

    (4) potential solutions to barriers and gaps identified in clause (3);

    (5) how the state can address addiction as a chronic disease, emphasizing that there are multiple ways to enter sobriety; and

    (6) policies and strategies that address prevention efforts, including addressing underlying causes of addiction and public awareness and education around the dangers of issues
including but not limited to opioid abuse, use of fentanyl and other synthetic opioids, other substance use, excessive alcohol consumption, and addiction.

Subd. 2. Subcabinet membership. The subcabinet consists of the following members:

(1) the commissioner of human services;

(2) the commissioner of health;

(3) the commissioner of education;

(4) the commissioner of public safety;

(5) the commissioner of corrections;

(6) the commissioner of management and budget;

(7) the commissioner of higher education;

(8) the chair of the Interagency Council on Homelessness; and

(9) the governor's director of addiction and recovery, who shall serve as chair of the subcabinet.

Subd. 3. Policy and strategy development. The subcabinet must engage in the following duties related to the development of opioid use, substance use, and addiction policy and
strategy:

    (1) identify challenges and opportunities that exist relating to accessing treatment and support services and develop recommendations to overcome these barriers for all
Minnesotans;

    (2) with input from affected communities, develop policies and strategies that will reduce barriers and gaps in service for all Minnesotans seeking treatment for opioid or substance
use disorder, particularly for those Minnesotans who are members of communities disproportionately impacted by substance use and addiction;

    (3) develop policies and strategies that the state may adopt to expand Minnesota's recovery infrastructure, including detoxification or withdrawal management facilities, treatment
facilities, and sober housing;

    (4) identify innovative services and strategies for effective treatment and support;

    (5) develop policies and strategies to expand services and support for people in Minnesota suffering from opioid or substance use disorder through partnership with the Opioid
Epidemic Response Advisory Council and other relevant partnerships;

    (6) develop policies and strategies for agencies to manage addiction and the relationship it has with co-occurring conditions;

    (7) identify policies and strategies to address opioid or substance use disorder among Minnesotans experiencing homelessness; and

    (8) submit recommendations to the legislature addressing opioid use, substance use, and addiction in Minnesota.

Subd. 4. Public engagement. The subcabinet must develop and implement a framework to ensure meaningful public engagement is conducted by the subcabinet's agencies and
boards. The purpose of the framework is to:

    (1) engage with and seek feedback from all affected Minnesotans, including members of the 11 Tribal Nations within Minnesota;

    (2) build partnerships and shared understanding with all affected Minnesotans, including members of Tribal communities in urban areas, communities of color, local communities,
and industries, including but not limited to the health and business sectors;

    (3) provide a platform for dialogue about the needs and challenges of those in active addiction or in recovery and to identify effective solutions and how those solutions will impact
the lives of people in Minnesota, including those who are members of communities disproportionately impacted by addiction, including opioid addiction; and

    (4) gather and share ideas for how Minnesotans can get involved with and stay informed about addiction issues that matter to them.

presented by our aging communities and elevates aging across all of Minnesota; assess and examine relevant programs, policies, practices, and services to make budget and policy
recommendations for the 2021 legislative session to establish, in law, an Age-Friendly Board and age-friendly policies with appropriate financial support, to ensure Minnesota
continues to lead on age-friendly initiatives.

Laws of Minnesota 2021, 1st special session, chapter 7

Article 17

Sec. 5. GOVERNOR'S COUNCIL ON AN AGE-FRIENDLY MINNESOTA.

The Governor's Council on an Age-Friendly Minnesota, established in Executive Order 19-38, shall: (1) work to advance age-friendly policies; and (2) coordinate state, local, and
private partners' collaborative work on emergency preparedness, with a focus on older adults, communities, and persons in zip codes most impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic.

The Governor's Council on an Age-Friendly Minnesota is extended and expires June 30, 2024

Sec. 8. AGE-FRIENDLY MINNESOTA.

Subdivision 1. Age-friendly community grants.

(a) This act includes $0 in fiscal year 2022 and $875,000 in fiscal year 2023 for age-friendly community grants. The commissioner of human services, in collaboration with the
Minnesota Board on Aging and the Governor's Council on an Age-Friendly Minnesota, established in Executive Order 19-38, shall develop the age-friendly community grant program
to help communities, including cities, counties, other municipalities, tribes, and collaborative efforts, to become age-friendly communities, with an emphasis on structures, services,
and community features necessary to support older adult residents over the next decade, including but not limited to: (1) coordination of health and social services; (2) transportation
access; (3) safe, affordable places to live; (4) reducing social isolation and improving wellness; (5) combating ageism and racism against older adults; (6) accessible outdoor space
and buildings; (7) communication and information technology access; and (8) opportunities to stay engaged and economically productive. The general fund base in this act for this
purpose is $875,000 in fiscal year 2024 and $0 in fiscal year 2025.

(b) All grant activities must be completed by March 31, 2024. (c) This subdivision expires June 30, 2024.

Subdivision. 2. Technical assistance grants.

(a) This act includes $0 in fiscal year 2022 and $575,000 in fiscal year 2023 for technical assistance grants. The commissioner of human services, in collaboration with the
Minnesota Board on Aging and the Governor's Council on an Age-Friendly Minnesota, established in Executive Order 19-38, shall develop the age-friendly technical assistance
grant program. The general fund base in this act for this purpose is $575,000 in fiscal year 2024 and $0 in fiscal year 2025.

(b) All grant activities must be completed by March 31, 2024.

(c) This subdivision expires June 30, 2024.

The purpose of the Council is “…to advise the Governor, and the Commissioners of the Department of Agriculture, the Department of Transportation, the Department of Commerce,
and the Pollution Control Agency on the role of biofuels in reducing greenhouse gas emissions, and recommend policy and budget proposals to foster growth in the production and
use of biofuels.”

As specified in the order, the study and recommendations of the Council must include, but are not limited to consideration of:

Policies that accelerate achievement of the petroleum replacement goals outlined in Minnesota Statutes 2018, section 239.7911
Policies and programs to advance and invest in carbon efficiency improvements of biofuels plants and sources of biofuels feedstock
Policies that utilize biofuels to help Minnesota achieve its greenhouse gas reduction goals under the 2007 Next Generation Energy Act

In making its recommendations, the Council must, at minimum, consider:

Impacts to, and opportunities for, farmers, rural communities, the natural environment, and economically disadvantaged populations as it relates to biofuels production
The feasibility and cost of increasing biofuels infrastructure throughout Minnesota

The Minnesota Department of Agriculture must submit a report based upon the recommendations of the Council by November 1, 2020.

The Executive order expired upon submittal of the report to the Governor.

The Council must consist of 15 members appointed by the Governor representing agriculture, the biofuels industry, transportation, environmental and conservation interests, and
other relevant stakeholders.

Powers and Duties include: The council develops and implements an overall restoration plan for the Governor's Residence and surrounding grounds, solicits and accepts
contributions to restore, maintain, improve, decorate and furnish the building, and approve alterations to the structure.
Member Restrictions include: The council has a total of 19 members. Thirteen of the members are appointed by the governor, one in the field of higher education; one member
each from the American Institute of Architects (AIA), the American Society of Interior Designers (ASID); and the American Society of Landscape Architects (ASLA); and a member, if
available, of the family which donated the building, and eight public members, with four public members' terms being coterminous with the governor who appoints them. The
remaining six members shall consist of the commissioner of Administration, a member of the Senate, a member of the House, the governor's spouse or designee, the executive
director of the Minnesota State Arts Board, and the director of the Minnesota Historical Society. Members of the council serve without compensation.
Summary of Activities include: The 1910 three-story, 20-room, English Tudor-style House serves as a state ceremonial building and a private residence for Minnesota's First
Family. The council oversees the development of renovation master plans; approves any major changes in interior design, architecture, and landscape architecture; and accepts
funds to assist with renovation of the Residence and acquisition of furnishings. The purpose of the renovations is to make the Residence multifunctional while respecting its
architectural and historical integrity. The following are recent accomplishments. An updated master plan for the residence was completed in 1997 by MacDonald & Mack Architects. In
1996 the ADA (accessibility) improvements on the first floor and lower level were completed and the woodwork in the dining room, foyer, and surrounding hallways was refinished.
The dining room was also refurbished with new drapes and the chairs repaired and reupholstered with the guidance of Nakashian-O'Neil, interior design consultant. A new ancillary
storage facility was constructed and security improvements were made using a portion of the $900,000 appropriated by the 1996 Legislature. In 1997 the library was refurbished with
new blinds and furniture, and some items were reupholstered. In 1998 new china and crystal glassware was purchased. The slate roof on the residence was replaced with new slate
roof and improved kitchen ventilation in 1999.

The task force must develop a plan and implementation timeline to achieve the following goals starting in July 2025 and finishing no later than July 2031:

• Creating a system in which family costs for early care and education are affordable;

• Ensuring that a child’s access to high-quality early care and education is not determined by the child’s race, family income, or zip code; and

• Ensuring that Minnesota’s early childhood educators are qualified, diverse, supported and equitably compensated regardless of setting.

Member Restrictions include:
Subd. 3. Membership. (a) The task force shall consist of the following 15 voting members, appointed by the governor, except as otherwise specified:

(1) two members of the house of representatives, one appointed from the majority party by the speaker of the house and one appointed from the minority party by the minority
leader;

(2) two members of the senate, one appointed from the majority party by the majority leader and one appointed from the minority party by the minority leader;

(3) two individuals who are directors of a licensed child care center, one from greater Minnesota and one from the seven-county metropolitan area;

(4) two individuals who are license holders of family child care programs, one from greater Minnesota and one from the seven-county metropolitan area;

(5) three individuals who are early childhood educators, one who works in a licensed child care center, one who works in a public school-based early childhood program, and one
who works in a Head Start program or a community education program;

(6) two parents of children under five years of age, one parent whose child attends a private early care and education program and one parent whose child attends a public program,
and one parent from greater Minnesota and one parent from the seven-county metropolitan area;

(7) one representative of a federally recognized tribe who has expertise in the early care and education system; and

(8) one representative from the Children's Cabinet.

(b) The task force shall have nonvoting members who participate in meetings and provide data and information to the task force upon request. One person appointed by each of the
commissioners of the following state agencies, one person appointed by the board of each of the following organizations, and persons appointed by the governor as specified, shall
serve as nonvoting members of the task force:

5. Disseminate the findings and recommendations to a broad array of individuals and organizations and promote the translation of findings and recommendations into quality
improvement actions at all levels.

The Hospital Review Board (the HRB) is established by and operates under Minnesota Statutes §253B.22 and 253D.04. This HRB hears MSOP clients' concerns regarding the
conditions of their care and provides verbal and/or written recommendations to MSOP administrators.

The HRB meets and acts in three-member panels comprised of an attorney, a psychologist, and a member of the public. The HRB will be asked to attend meetings remotely utilizing
interactive television (ITV - Vidyo). 

During the HRB's meetings, each client receives up to 15 minutes to present their issues to the HRB. Following the hearing, the HRB may make a written recommendation to MSOP
which may require a response from the MSOP administration.

Commission on Pensions and Retirement of the implementation schedule.

(b) The board shall advise the director on any matters relating to the system and carrying out functions and purposes of this chapter. The board's advice shall control.

Subd. 4a.Additional duties of the board.

The board may consider, review, and make recommendations regarding the financial and other needs of retired employees and may disseminate appropriate retirement information to the retired employee.
Notwithstanding laws to the contrary, the board, at its discretion, may supply the names and addresses of retirees who were employed by the University of Minnesota at the time of termination to the University of
Minnesota and state agencies for retirees who were employed by the specific state agency at the time of termination. The board, at its discretion, may supply names and addresses of state and university
retirees to an organization that has been in existence for at least ten years and represents over 5,000 retired state and university employees. The names and addresses of each retiree can only be given to this
organization once within 60 days of the effective date of the annuity. The board shall require the retiree organization, University of Minnesota, or applicable state agency to reimburse the fund for any
administrative expense of providing the list. The list remains the property of the Minnesota State Retirement System and may not be subsequently sold, conveyed, given, or otherwise transferred by the retiree
organization, the University of Minnesota, or the state agency to a third party. Periodically, retirees must be given an opportunity to specify that their name and address not be distributed under this section.

The Minnesota Noxious Weed Advisory Committee (NWAC)was created by the state legislature in 2009 to advise the commissioner of agriculture regarding invasive plants and regulated noxious

weeds.  This committee has two basic functions:

To review plant species that are either known to be or are potentially harmful to the state of Minnesota and recommend to the commissioner which species should be classified as noxious weeds and
regulated under the Minnesota Noxious Weed Law. 

This is done through an extensive risk assessment process and review by all members of the committee.  Completed risk assessment documents  To advise the commissioner regarding policy

and procedures to prevent the introduction of new noxious weed species into Minnesota and how to manage existing noxious weeds throughout the state.
The committee accomplishes this function by making recommendations that incorporate implementation of the Minnesota Noxious Weed Law and development of management criteria for each
noxious weed category.

Summary of Activities include: The committee develops categories to list noxious weeds; risk assessment of noxious weeds; and developing noxious weed lists. Also, assists the
commissioner of Agriculture with management and policy decisions regarding the noxious weed program.  Recent activities include the 2017 listing of regulated noxious weeds for
Minnesota, development of recommendations for the state noxious weed program and testimony at 2016, 17, 18 and 19 legislative sessions to increase support and awareness for
terrestrial invasive plant and noxious weed issues statewide.   The committee has also been instrumental in assisting the Minnesota Department of Agriculture with the development
and evaluation of the Noxious Weed Grant Program and the development of a statewide tactical plan for weed management.

Subdivision 1.  Establishment of the advisory council.  (a) The Opiate Epidemic Response Advisory Council is established to develop and implement a comprehensive and effective
statewide effort to address the opioid addiction and overdose epidemic in Minnesota. The council shall focus on: 

(1) prevention and education, including public education and awareness for adults and youth, prescriber education, the development and sustainability of opioid overdose prevention
and education programs, the role of adult protective services in prevention and response, and providing financial support to local law enforcement agencies for opiate antagonist
programs; 

(2) training on the treatment of opioid addiction, including the use of all Food and Drug Administration approved opioid addiction medications, detoxification, relapse prevention,
patient assessment, individual treatment planning, counseling, recovery supports, diversion control, and other best practices; 

(3) the expansion and enhancement of a continuum of care for opioid-related substance use disorders, including primary prevention, early intervention, treatment, recovery, and
aftercare services; and 

(4) the development of measures to assess and protect the ability of cancer patients and survivors, persons battling life threatening illnesses, persons suffering from severe chronic
pain, and persons at the end stages of life, who legitimately need prescription pain medications, to maintain their quality of life by accessing these pain medications without facing
unnecessary barriers. The measures must also address the needs of individuals described in this clause who are elderly or who reside in underserved or rural areas of the state. 

(b) The council shall: 

(1) review local, state, and federal initiatives and activities related to education, prevention, treatment, and services for individuals and families experiencing and affected by opioid
use disorder; 

(2) establish priorities to address the state's opioid epidemic, for the purpose of recommending initiatives to fund; 

(3) recommend to the commissioner of human services specific projects and initiatives to be funded; 

(4) ensure that available funding is allocated to align with other state and federal funding, to achieve the greatest impact and ensure a coordinated state effort; 

(5) consult with the commissioners of human services, health, and management and budget to develop measurable outcomes to determine the effectiveness of funds allocated; and 

(6) develop recommendations for an administrative and organizational framework for the allocation, on a sustainable and ongoing basis, of any money deposited into the separate
account under section 16A.151, subdivision 2, paragraph (f), in order to address the opioid abuse and overdose epidemic in Minnesota and the areas of focus specified in
paragraph (a). 

(c) The council, in consultation with the commissioner of management and budget, and within available appropriations, shall select from the awarded grants projects that include
promising practices or theory-based activities for which the commissioner of management and budget shall conduct evaluations using experimental or quasi-experimental design.
Grants awarded to proposals that include promising practices or theory-based activities and that are selected for an evaluation shall be administered to support the experimental or
quasi-experimental evaluation and require grantees to collect and report information that is needed to complete the evaluation. The commissioner of management and budget, under
section 15.08, may obtain additional relevant data to support the experimental or quasi-experimental evaluation studies. 

(d) The council, in consultation with the commissioners of human services, health, public safety, and management and budget, shall establish goals related to addressing the opioid
epidemic and determine a baseline against which progress shall be monitored and set measurable outcomes, including benchmarks. The goals established must include goals for
prevention and public health, access to treatment, and multigenerational impacts. The council shall use existing measures and data collection systems to determine baseline data
against which progress shall be measured. The council shall include the proposed goals, the measurable outcomes, and proposed benchmarks to meet these goals in its initial
report to the legislature under subdivision 5, paragraph (a), due January 31, 2021.

(7) one member representing professionals providing alternative pain management therapies, including, but not limited to, acupuncture, chiropractic, or massage therapy;

(8) one member representing nonprofit organizations conducting initiatives to address the opioid epidemic, with the commissioner's initial appointment being a member representing
the Steve Rummler Hope Network, and subsequent appointments representing this or other organizations;

 (9) one member appointed by the Minnesota Ambulance Association, who is serving with an ambulance service as an emergency medical technician, advanced emergency medical
technician, or paramedic;

(10) one member representing the Minnesota courts who is a judge or law enforcement officer;

(11) one public member who is a Minnesota resident and who is in opioid addiction recovery;

(12) two members representing Indian tribes, one representing the Ojibwe tribes and one representing the Dakota tribes;

- One principal, alternating each term between an elementary and a secondary school principal; and

No person is eligible to be
appointed as a member if the person has been employed with an entity, or an affiliated company of an entity, that is subject to rate regulation by the commission within one year from
the date when the person's term on the commission will begin. Members may not obtain employment from an entity, or an affiliate, that is subject to rate regulation by the commission
until at least one year after leaving the commission. Members are prohibited from ex parte communications with a person who is a party or a participant to a pending disputed
proceeding or rulemaking before the Commission regarding any material issue related to such proceeding. Members are also subject to code of conduct rules that specifically apply
to the Public Utilities Commission.

Powers and Duties include:
The Special Review Board is established by Minnesota Statutes 253B.18, subdivision 4c. Members are appointed by the Commissioner of Human Services.

Prior to each Special Review Board hearing, the panel members receive and review written materials (e.g. petition, reports, treatment records, etc.). During each hearing, which typically lasts
approximately 30 minutes, panel members hear presentations by various individuals (e.g. treatment providers, forensic psychologists or psychiatrists, attorneys, the committed person, and/or the
committed person's family/friends) and ask questions of the presenters. Following each hearing, the panel members privately deliberate and decide the panel's recommendation.

Following the hearing, the panel's attorney member drafts written Findings of Fact and Recommendation for the consideration of the Commissioner of Human Services (for matters pertaining to
persons civilly committed as Mentally Ill and Dangerous) or the Judicial Appeal Panel (for matters pertaining to persons civilly committed as Sexually Dangerous Persons or Sexual Psychopathic
Personalities).

Special Review Board hearings are held in blocks of three to five hearings, which are scheduled over the course of a morning or afternoon multiple times per week. The number of hearings heard by
each Special Review Board member varies according to the members' schedules and the number of scheduled hearings.

Member Restrictions include:
The Special Review Board hears and makes recommendations on matters affecting the liberty of persons civilly committed as Mentally Ill and Dangerous, a Sexual Psychopathic Personality, and/or
Sexually Dangerous Person. Specifically, the Board hears petitions for a reduction in custody filed by or on behalf of these civilly committed persons as well as appeals of provisional discharge
revocations and objections to pass plan eligibility.

There are 24 members on the Special Review Board, and each matter is heard by a three-person panel of Board members. Each panel must include a licensed attorney and a licensed psychiatrist or
licensed doctoral level psychologist with forensic experience, both of whom must also be experienced in the field of mental illness. The third member of each panel is a community member who is
experienced in the field of mental illness.  

Special Review Board members must use technology (e.g. email, internet-based secure file transfer services, etc.) during the course of their Board-related work. Board members must also attend initial
training sessions and ongoing training (typically twice per year). Attorney Board members must have excellent writing skills as they are responsible for preparing written Findings of Fact and
Recommendations.

Preferred qualifications for all Special Review Board members include professional experience related to sexual abuse or disorders, and experience with the Minnesota Commitment and Treatment Act
(Minnesota Statutes Chapter 253B) and/or the Minnesota Commitment and Treatment Act: Sexually Dangerous Persons and Sexual Psychopathic Personalities (Minnesota Statutes Chapter 253D).

Since 1969 Minnesota's State Historic Preservation Review Board has reviewed properties for nomination to the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP), a federally-managed
program recognizing the importance of local, state, and national history as expressed in our built and archaeological environments. The NRHP is one of several historic preservation
programs created with passage of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, the most comprehensive federal law pertaining to protection of historic resources.

Since its founding, the Review Board has considered and debated numerous properties, and to date more than  1,700 Minnesota properties representing more than 7,000 historic
resources have been listed in the NRHP. Many of the properties have employed the tax credits for historic rehabilitation, which are available only to properties listed in the NRHP. This
not only brings older, historic buildings back to life but employs numerous individuals in the process.

Powers and Duties include: Jointly with the centers for independent living, MNSILC develops and signs the State Plan for Independent Living (SPIL).  MNSILC is required to
monitor, review, and evaluate the implementation of the SPIL. As appropriate, coordinate activities with other entities in the state that provide services similar to or complementary to
independent living services.  Entities can include organization that facilitate the provision of or provide long-term community-based services and supports. The council meets
regularly and ensures that all meetings of the Council are open to the public and sufficient advance notice is provided; and submits to the administrator such periodic reports as the
administrator may reasonably request.  Records are kept to meet the needs of the administrator and the administrator has access to such records as the administrator finds
necessary to verify the information in such reports.

The Council is authorized to hold such hearings and forums as the Council may determine necessary to carry out the duties of the Council; to work with centers for independent living
to coordinate services with public and private entities in order to improve services provided to individuals with disabilities; to conduct resource development activities to support the
activities described in the SPIL or to support the provision of independent living services by centers for independent living; to perform such other functions, consistent with the
purpose of section 705 (c) of the Rehabilitation Act as amended, as the Council determines to be appropriate.

The Council shall not provide independent living services directly to individuals with significant disabilities or manage such services.
Member Restrictions include: Membership Qualifications:
Minnesota Statewide Independent Living Council (MNSILC ) members shall provide statewide representation; represent a broad range of individuals with disabilities from diverse
backgrounds; be knowledgeable about centers for independent living and independent livings services and a majority of whom are persons with a disability. A person with a disability
is defined as a person who has a physical or mental impairment which substantially limits one or more of a person's major life activities; has a record of such an impairment; or is
regarded as having such an impairment. The majority must not be people with disabilities employed by any State agency or center for independent living. 

Membership Composition:
The Council must include: At least one director of a center for independent living chosen by the directors of centers for independent living within the State; and as ex-officio,
nonvoting members, a representative of the designated state unit/entity, and representatives from State agencies that provide services for individuals with disabilities; among its
voting members, for a State in which 1 or more centers for independent living are run by, or in conjunction with, the governing bodies of American Indian tribes located on Federal or
State reservations, at least 1 representative of the directors of such centers.

The Council may include: other representatives from centers for independent living; individuals with disabilities; parents and guardians of an individual with disabilities; advocates
of and for individuals with disabilities; representatives from private businesses; representatives from organizations that provide services for individuals with disabilities; and other
appropriate individuals.

Council members may serve for 2 three year terms. 

People with disabilities and people from throughout the state are highly encouraged to apply.

Further the Council undertakes any additional
related activities as identified in the State Plan for Independent Living (SPIL). The Council maintains active collaboration with the Designated State Unit (DSU), the eight Centers for
Independent Living, State Services for the Blind and other entities within the state that engage in related work.

Executive Summary:

In 2019, the Minnesota Legislature directed the Technology First Advisory Task Force to recommend strategies to the Commissioner of Human Services that will increase the use of
support technology by people with disabilities. The goal of the task force was to promote usage of support technology in a way that will enable people with disabilities to:
·     Live independently in community settings
·     Work in competitive integrated environments
·      Participate in inclusive community activities
·      Increase quality of life.
In addition, the use of support technology can:

·      Promote independence and privacy
·      Provide tools that can increase safety and health
·      Maximize staff resources
·      Address the direct care workforce shortage in Minnesota.

Technology First means raising the expectation that all Minnesotans with disabilities have a right to access, consider and utilize support technology to increase self-dependence. This
is reinforced by the Minnesota Olmstead decision, which specifically addressed using technology to support independence.

The Technology First Advisory Task Force recommends the following actions to increase the use of support technology in the services and programs the
commissioner administers for people with disabilities in Minnesota:
1. Ensure that Minnesota commits to becoming a Technology First state
2. Eliminate $3,909 annual cap on the specialized equipment and supplies (SES) waiver service
3. Create separate billing codes for service providers to enable better tracking of expenditures related to support technology
4. Increase funding limits for fee-for-service (FFS) items under Medical Assistance
5. Amend waiver plans and the Community-Based Services Manual (CBSM) to include the federal definition of assistive technology (AT) when combining AT and SES
6. Amend waiver plans to allow waivers to cover internet costs when internet access is needed for support technology to function in the person’s home (when certain criteria are met)
7. Allow assistive technology to be approved under the traditional waivers and bought directly by the person or provider in typical shopping venues, e.g., Amazon, Best Buy, etc.
8. Increase the number of assistive technology practitioners in the state, especially those who will service greater Minnesota
9. Establish a mechanism to recycle and redeploy support technology that is no longer needed
10. Mandate and provide training on support technology for service and support planners
11. Develop, provide and expand training for people with disabilities, their families and their caregivers on support technology and related resources

12. Expand the MnCHOICES assessment and support planning process to include more consideration around potential uses of support technology and the impact of any technology
already being used.

Additional background information:

The task force met quarterly between October 2019 and April 2021. The first meetings were about educating the task force on the different kinds of technology available, how people
can be assessed for using technology, and how it can be funded. In addition, the task force identified barriers to people using technology.

The April meeting was postponed by one month due to COVID-19 and moved to an on-line platform. The discussion at this meeting changed the trajectory of the task force's planned
work to design and communicate a public relations campaign to educate people on the successful use of technology and address the risks people perceived. COVID-19 made
everyone adapt to using technology because there was no other choice. The members living with a disability found equity in everyone having to use technology because of the
structure of the meeting allowed for them to use prepare their thoughts and not be talked over by others. They also said they could participate more because they did not have to
wait for Metro Mobility rides and it saved them a lot of time.

There was an annual report to the commissioner due on June 30, 2020. Due the demands of COVID-19 and limited staff resources, we were given approval by the commissioner to
not write the first report by June 30, 2020 and instead provide one report at the end of the task force by June 30, 2021.

The Teen Driver Safety Commissioner's Advisory Task Force will advise and provide input to the Minnesota Department of Public Safety (DPS) on teen driver issues with the goal of
reducing crashes, injuries, and deaths involving teen drivers. The task force will identify the strengths and needs of teen driver safety programs and initiatives, and recommended
strategies to enhance them. The task force will focus on three areas:

1. Novice drive education and parental awareness programs

2. Driver licensing, including graduated driver's license laws and testing

b) No more than 2 representing Commercial Driving  Schools

f) No more than 4 representing non-profit organizations, business, or other entities dedicated to reducing crashes, injuries and deaths involving teen drivers, excluding those listed in
a, b, c, d, or e above.
